FOLLOW THESE SCHOOL VIOLENCE
PREVENTION TIPS FROM McGRUFF:

Never bring a weapon to school.

If you see or hear of a student with a e
* weapon, report it to a trusted adult.

If someone at school shows signs of anger,
* tell a parent or teacher.

Tell someone in authority if you feel threatened,
* bullied, or witness a verbal or physical fight.

Reach out to isolated and new students to help
* them feel at home in your school.
